Application

Purpose: 

To increase the number and quality of school library media personnel in North Carolina, NCSLMA will award two scholarships in the amount of $1000 each.  

Criteria:

The scholarship will be used to assist in the cost of having successfully completed one three-hour graduate course within the North Carolina University System leading to a graduate degree in library science and a North Carolina 076 Media Coordinator certification.
Eligibility:
An applicant must be a member of NCSLMA and in good academic standing with an accredited School of Library Science within the North Carolina University System.  The graduate course must have been completed during the previous twelve months prior to the application deadline with a grade of B or better.

Directions:

Type the background information and application narrative using a minimum 12-point font and observing page length limits.

Background Information: (1 page limit)

1. List colleges attended, dates of attendance, major(s), and degrees bestowed.
2. Name the graduate school, giving the date of acceptance into the school/department of library science/instructional technology
3. List grade point average to date and number of hours earned.
4. List expected dates for completing master’s degree in library science and receiving 076 certification.
5. List the course title, date course completed, and grade achieved for the course the scholarship funds will be used to reimburse.
Application Narrative: (2 page limit)

1. A statement of financial need.

2. Applicant’s personal statement of school library media philosophy.

The applicant should also include:

1. A copy of the applicant’s transcript showing a satisfactory grade of B or better.  
NOTE:  Black out Social Security Number on all transcripts!
2. A letter of recommendation from the applicant’s library science professor.
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
